Data Collection
For quantitative studies, this part should describe the measurements used in this study, specifically validity and reliability. For qualitative studies, this part should describe data collection process. 
Data analysis
This part should explain the procedures for analyzing the data and the tools used to conduct the analysis.
RESULTS
This section should describe the findings of the study. The description of the analysis results may contain tables or figures that represent the data. The tables or figures should be explained clearly to make the audience understand comprehensively. The subheadings could be added if needed.
